Classroom Management:
· Stricter punishment for violations is a must.  (If not, they will continue and get worse as kids gain more knowledge.)

· Teachers will have to monitor their own classes, admin can’t do it.  

· You will have to set your own classroom policies and hold them to it.  It is just like setting your own rules about pop and food, except with the computer you will be dealing some of the following:

· Will you allow them to wear headphones?

· Will you allow them to have music on?

· What online activities are acceptable while they are in your classroom?

· How will you handle them not having their laptops or if they go dead?

Keys for Managing a 1:1 classroom: 

Set clear expectations.

Motivate appropriate computer use by having less attractive options up your sleeve.

Arrange your desks to facilitate monitoring.

Practice proximity—move around the room a lot!

Read student behavior.

Make technology use part of your lesson—and close the lid when needed.

Monitor closely but pick your battles.

Create activities and projects that appeal to students

Embrace the power of immediate feedback.
